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Background

California has seen the biggest drop in the uninsured rate of all 50 states, a result of the work of health
reformers and policymakers in implementing and improving upon the Affordable Care Act. This year,
California worked to protect that progress, not only from Congressional proposals to repeal the ACA
and cap and cut Medicaid, but also from federal administrative actions to undermine our health system.
With the backing of an active campaign of health, consumer, labor, and community advocates, the
California Legislature took action on bills to keep key patient protections in place, while also considering
an ambitious agenda to take further steps towards a more universal, affordable, and accountable health
system.

The 2018 Health Access California Legislative Scorecard details how each state Assemblymember
and Senator voted on legislation Health Access sponsored or prioritized. Twenty of the bills were part
of our “Care4All California” campaign backed by over 50 organizations, with some bills sponsored

by allied groups such as California Pan-Ethnic Health Network, Western Center on Law and Poverty,
California Labor Federation, SEIU CA State Council, American Cancer Society Cancer Action Network,
and others. Ten of the bills made it to the Governor Brown’s desk, including bills to prevent the Trump
Administration’s sabotage of our health system, implementing key consumer protections, and instituting
additional oversight on health insurers and prescription drug prices (of which one was vetoed). This list
includes bills that would have brought major expansions of access and affordability to health coverage,
and increased regulation over health prices — issues that stalled this year but we expect will be revisited
in future legislative sessions. Health Access has a long history of winning health reform legislation, even if
it takes multiple years to make the case.

For over 30 years, Health Access California, the statewide health care consumer advocacy coalition, has
served as the leading voice on behalf of patients and the public on critical health policy issues at the State
Capitol. We often stand as a counterpoint to the health industry, which includes health insurers,
hospitals, doctors, and drug companies, to make sure policymakers put patients and the public before
profits. Our legislative victories include the HMO Patient Bill of Rights, Hospital Fair Pricing Act,
regulations ensuring patients have timely access to care, a ban on surprise out-of-network medical bills,
and the dozens of pieces of legislation to institute and improve the protections and coverage expansions
of the Affordable Care Act in California.

We bring our policy expertise, grassroots power, and coalition strength to win reforms that improve
the health care system for all Californians. We hope this scorecard provides some background and
accountability in the efforts towards these goals. This scorecard is not a comprehensive review of every
health bill considered or that we supported this legislative session, nor is it a complete picture of a
legislator’s record on health policy. The scorecard does not reflect bills we successfully stopped before
they came to a vote, or bills that faced behind-the-scenes opposition by some legislators prior to their
final votes. It also does not include all bills that we prioritized. Rather, this scorecard provides a useful
snapshot of which legislators sided with health care consumers in supporting key legislation that
improves the health system on which we all rely. The list below details each bill for which we scored
legislators that had the opportunity to vote in the health policy committees or other relevant
committees, on the floor, and for final concurrence votes.
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Bill Overview

Shielding California Consumers from the Federal Sabotage of our
Health System

Junk Coverage/Short-Term Plans: SB 910 (Hernandez) bans the sale of substandard so-called
"short-term" junk insurance plans promoted by the Trump Administration in California.
Sponsored by Health Access California. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Junk Coverage/AHPs: SB 1375 (Hernandez) regulates who can be sold association healthplans
(AHPs) and requires AHPs to comply with ACA consumer protections. (Status: Signed by
Governor)

Medicaid Work Requirements: SB | 108 (Hernandez) institutes guidelines for Medicaid waivers
to prevent eligibility restrictions like work requirements. Sponsored by Western
Center on Law and Poverty. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Premium Dollars to Patient Care: AB 2499 (Arambula) ensures health plans spend at least 80%
of premium dollars on health care, limiting administrative costs and profits. Sponsored by Health
Access California. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Addressing Prescription Drug Costs

Prescription Drug Co-Pay Cap: SB 1021 (Wiener) keeps prescription drugs affordable for
those with expensive health conditions such as cancer or HIV by maintaining a $250 co-pay cap
and improves other protections on access to drugs. Sponsored by Health Access

California. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Cancer Drugs Co-Pay Cap: AB 1860 (Limon) ensures that oral cancer medication stays
affordable by stopping health plans and insurers from charging more than $200 per month in
out-of-pocket costs for each prescription. Sponsored by the American Cancer Society Cancer
Action Network. (Status: Signed by Governor)

PBM Transparency: AB 315 (Wood) requires Pharmacy Benefit Managers (PBMs) to register
and provide data to the Department of Managed Health Care to help consumers & purchasers
benefit from the savings PBMs negotiate. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Increasing Insurer Accountability

Health Plan Mergers: AB 595 (Wood) institutes stronger state oversight over health plan
mergers, protecting Californians from negative changes to the health insurance market.
Sponsored by Health Access California. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Public Option: AB 2472 (Wood) directs a new California Council on Health Care Delivery
Systems to do a feasibility study of a public health insurance option in Covered California and the
overall health insurance market. (Status: Signed by Governor)
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Other Patient Protections

Hospital Homeless Patient Discharge Process: SB 1152 (Hernandez) requires hospitals to
provide homeless patients a written plan for coordinating services and referrals once they have
been discharged, rather than being “dumped” on the street. Sponsored by the California
Pan-Ethnic Health Network and SEIU California. (Status: Signed by Governor)

Expanding Access and Affordability of Coverage

Health4All (Expanding Medi-Cal Regardless of Immigration Status): The bills below, as
introduced, covered all income-eligible undocumented California adults in Medi-Cal.

SB 974 (Lara) was amended to expand Medi-Cal to seniors over age 65. (Stalled: Assembly
Appropriations)

AB 2965 (Arambula) was amended to expand Medi-Cal to young adults ages 19-25. (Stalled:
Senate Appropriations)

Affordability Assistance: The ACA already helps millions of people afford health coverage, but
many still struggle to pay for their care, especially in a high cost state like California. These bills
would have provided greater financial assistance to those with a subsidy, but still can’t cover their
premiums, deductibles, or co-pays, and for those who earn too much to qualify for a subsidy, in
order to help more Californians get covered and reduce their out-of-pocket health care costs.

SB 1255 (Hernandez) would have provided additional financial assistance to people
whose premiums cost more than 8% of their income. (Stalled: Assembly Appropriations)

AB 2459 (Friedman) would have ensured that Californians earning between 400%-600%
FPL spend no more than 8% of their income on health insurance premiums by providing
refundable personal income tax credits towards premiums. (Stalled: Senate
Appropriations)

AB 2565 (Chiu) would have provided additional premium assistance to those 400% FPL
and below who currently get ACA subsidies. (Stalled: Senate Appropriations)

AB 3148 (Arambula) would have provided additional cost-sharing assistance to those
400% FPL and below who currently get ACA subsidies. (Stalled: Assembly
Appropriations)

Undoing The Senior Penalty in Medi-Cal: AB 2430 (Arambula) aligns would have aligned
income-eligibility for the Medi-Cal Aged and Disabled Program with income-eligibility for those
under age 65. This ensures over 20,000 California seniors and people with disabilities don’t face
high share of costs for coverage. Sponsored by Western Center on Law and Poverty. (Stalled:
Senate Appropriations)

WIC Express Lane Enrollment: AB 2579 (Burke) would have streamlined enrollment into
Medi-Cal for those in the WIC program. (Stalled: Senate Appropriations)

Additional Oversight Over Health Industry Consolidation, Cost, and
Quality

Health Care Price Relief Act: AB 3087 (Kalra) would have established an independent Health
Care Cost, Quality, and Equity Commission to set reasonable base amounts hospitals, doctors, and
other providers of health care can collect from payers. (Stalled: Assembly Appropriations)

Ensure Quality in Medi-Cal Managed Care: AB 2275 (Arambula) would have ensured the
Medi-Cal managed care plans that cover nearly one-third of Californians are accountable for
improving health care quality and reducing disparities. Sponsored by the California Pan-Ethnic
Health Network and Western Center on Law and Poverty. (Status: Vetoed by Governor)

Conclusion

We thank the Assemblymembers and Senators who supported our legislative efforts, especially those
that sided with health care consumers 100% of the time throughout this legislative session.

We hope our scorecard on health issues adds another dimension to assessing Legislators’ track record
when viewed alongside scorecards from our coalition allies, including organizations representing seniors,
people with disabilities, labor, women, immigrants, consumers, LGBTQ people, and other communities.

Following an election year that focused on health care, we look forward to working with new and
returning members of the Legislature in 2019 to continue the work of ensuring that all Californians can
get quality and affordable health coverage and care.
